1.01 This section identifies the varicus codes of
630 and 1630 series telephone sets, lists
component parts, and shows parts assembled. 1t
mayv be used to select particular telephone set
needed to meet various service requirements,

1.02 This section is reissued to incorporate in-

formation in the identification, assembly,
aselection, and mainienance sections of 630 and
1630 series telephone =ets. It also includes infor-
mition on the 600 and 601 series telephone sets
which are rated Munufacture Discontinued (MD).

1.03  Sets which hive been modified by use of a
mounting cord other than that specified will

be marked in vellow ink in the area in front of the

ringer. For example: E W D200F mtg. cord.

2. IDENTIFICATION

2.01 These are Call Director, multibutton tele-
phone sets urranged to work with 1A, 1A1,
1A2, and 6A key telephone system circuits.

2,02 The 630 series set is equipped with a rotary
dial and the 1630 series set with a TOUCIL

TONE dial (Fig. 1 and 2).

2.03 These sets accommodate three to five plug-
in modular units. Sets which acecommocdate
three modular anits are 18-button sets. Sets which

accommundiate five modular units are 30-button sets.

2.04 These sets are also manufactured with
Jieks for optional use with 32A or 33A head

telephone sets or G3AR hand sets.

2.05 These sets can be divided into three general
types:

(1) All purpose (Fig. 1and 2).
(2) Limited use (Fig. 3 and 4).

(3) Concentrator (Fig. 5 and 6).

G3AR HAND SET

2.06 Limited use sets may be used with 1A1,

1A2, and 6A key telephone systems only.
These sets are not available with jacks for head-
set operation.

2.07 Concentrator type sets are used with 1A1,

1A2, or 6A key telephone systems only. A
separate KTU concentrator is required with each
set. A 235A KTU is required for the 18-button set
and a 236A KTU for the 30-button set. These sets
are intended for use primarily at installations
where congested or restricted diameter conduit
systems limit the size of cables which can be run
to the station. These sets are available with and
without headset jacks.

2.08 The 630 and 1630 series telephone sets are
available in colors listed in Table A.

2.09 Table B lists set code number and specific
information.

3.03 All sets are equipped with a bracket for
mounting internal buzzers.

3.04 The mounting cords provided with these

sets are available in set colors. These cords
are plug-ended and mate with plug-ended con-
nector cables (Fig. 7 and 8).

3.05 A stainless steel bezel provided with each
set is used as a holder for the colored mat
and faceplate. The components for each Call Di-

rector arc shown by set code number in Tables
C and D.

4, FACTORY OPTIONS

4.01 The sets are factory wired for use with 1A1

or 1A2 key telephone systems, All 598- and/
or 599-type key button positions are equipped with
B1A lamps.

4.02 Designation strips and instruction pam-

phlets are shipped with each set. The sets
are also furnished with two blocking rings and
five colored mats (Fig. 9).

4.03 The concentrator type sets are shipped with

insulating details, These are used swhen
pickup keys are converted to signaling. Six of
these details are provided in 18-button sets and
twelve with 30-button sets.

5. CONVERSIONS

5.01 The 600 and 601 series telephone sets can be
converted to 630 series telephone sets. For
conversion procedure, see Table E.

5.02 Provision is made in the telephone sets

currentily being manufactured to allow
rotary and TOUCH-TONE dials to be inter-
changed. If an interchange of dials is desired, it is
necessary to change the faceplate assembly and
add P-26E197 and P-26E198 dial adapter brackets
to the rotary dial (Fig. 10).

6. RESTRICTIONS

6.01 It is not recommended to mix 1A2 line cir-

cuits with 1A1 or 1A line circuits on any
set, due 1o differing line circuits, flash, wink, and
time-out circuit functions.

6.02 Line circuits of 1A and 1A1 key telephone

systems cannot be mixed on the same
6-button modular key unit. This is due to the
modular key unit wiring.

6.03 Speakerphone systems should not be used

with jack-equipped telephone sets. These
sets are wired so that speakerphone and headset
features should not be used simultaneously on the
same set.

7. FEATURES

7.01 Sets which are currently being manufac-

tured provide for mounting two KS-8100
type buzzers. The first buzzer can be mounted on
the buzzer support bracket (Fig. 11), which is
furnished equipped with the necessary mounting

details. This buzzer can be adjusted by removing
the telephone sel beszel and faceplate assembly
without removing the housing.

7.02 A second KS-8100 type buzzer can be
mounted beneath the dial mounting plate
(IFig. 12). The dial mounting plate must be tem-
porarily removed from ihe set to gain access to the
two nylon serews and four insulating washers.

7.03 To install a 7-type buzzer, remove buzzer

cover and buzzer support bracket. Mount
buzzer in place of the removed buzzer support
bracket.

8. ASSEMBLY OF PARTS

8.01 To remove bezel assembly (Fig. 13):

(1} Gently pry up top of bezel to release spring
catches.

(2) Tip forward and remove,
